Parent Child Policy

The staff of the Rains County Public Library welcomes you and your child to the Rains County Public Library. We hope your
child’s experiences will influence him or her to become lifelong library users. Although library employees cannot assume
responsibility for your child during your visit to the Rains County Public Library, we are concerned about your child’s safety. In
order to provide a safe and enjoyable library visit for you, your child, and others using our facilities, the following policy is

enforced.

Parents or responsible adults are, at all times, accountable for the conduct of their child.

Library employees cannot assume responsibility for unattended, disruptive or abandoned children of any age.

A child under the age of seven (7) must be accompanied at all times by a parent or responsible adult.

A child under the age of seven (10) left unattended during hours of operation, will be considered abandoned. Employees
will attempt to contact a parent or responsible adult before releasing the child to the Rains County Sheriff's Department.
A child twelve (12) years of age or under left at the library after closing will be considered abandoned. Employees will
attempt to contact a parent or responsible adult before releasing the child to the Rains County Sheriff’'s Department.

1. Los padres o los adultos responsables son siempre responsables de la conducta de su nifio.

4. Un nifio bajo la edad de siete (10) afios dejado desatendido durante horas de la operacién, sera considerado
abandonado.

5. Un nifio doce (12) afios de edad o menos que se encuentre dejado en la biblioteca después de cerrar sera considerada
abandonado.

el nifio con el departamento de policia de Rains County.
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
